Set up a spreadsheet to enter the given data and complete the above requirements.  Be sure all your data and the chart fits on one page.  Print this out on the color printer.

Formulas:  To find the total number of the pieces, click in the cell where you want you total to be.  Type =B2+B3+and so on, and then press return.  You could also highlight the individual numbers and the cell where you want the total to be and then click on the ( tool in the toolbar.
To find the percentage for each color, you will need to divide the Number by the Total Number.  To start this, click on the cell D2 and then type the following formula:  =B2/B#    and press return. (You can also go to the menu bar pull down View to Formula Bar and use the calculator.) This cell also needs to be formatted for currency.  In the menu bar pull down Format to Cells.  Select Number, then Percentage.  (You can also use the Formatting Palette.)
