Grocery List

Spreadsheet Assignment

Using the list provided, create a spreadsheet that will calculate the total of a trip to the grocery store.  Please include the following columns:

Description
What is the item?

Unit
How is the item packaged? (by weight [lb., oz.], by 


container [ea.], etc.)

Cost/Item
How much is the item if you only purchased one?

# of items
How many are you buying?

Subtotal
This calculates how much you would spend on that item before tax.  You will use a formula to calculate this. Multiply the dollar amount in Cost/Item by the number of items in # of items to get the subtotal.  The symbol for multiplication in Excel is the asterisk (*).

Tax
Here you will calculate how much tax is on the items where it applies (those marked with a *).   This is calculated (use a formula!) by multiplying the Subtotal for that item by 0.055.

New Total
This is the total for each item with tax included.  Use a formula to add the Subtotal and Tax columns for each item.

At the bottom, you need a cell that adds all of the dollar amounts in New Total together for a GRAND TOTAL.

Additionally, the Cost/Item, Subtotal, Tax, and New Total columns need to be formatted as currency (Use Format > Cells).  Make the title for each column bold using the Formatting Palette.  Finally, draw a box around the Grand Total and a line underneath the column headings (Use Format > Cells > Border).
